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Kilimanjaro Marangu Route:
The Marangu Route is also known as the "Coca Cola" or "tourist" route. It is the easiest and shortest route to the summit. 

This is also the only route with the comforts of sleeping huts at every camp site with solar lights and comfortable beds. The huts are communal, and the bunks have a sponge mattress and pillow. There are 60 beds at both Mandara and Kibo Huts and 120 beds at Horombo Hut. 

Bathrooms and running water are available at the two lower huts. Mens' and ladies' latrines are available at the last camp but are very basic.

All climbing groups, often from several countries around the world, share meals in dining huts providing a jovial and energetic atmosphere. Soft drinks, bottled water, and beer are for sale at the huts. Bring small Tanzanian bills to purchase these items (prices increase with elevation). 

This route is usually done on 5 days but can be done in 6 days for better acclimatization. The extra day can be spent resting at Horombo or climbing the small peak of Mawenzi. 
Sample Itinerary:

5 DAYS - MARANGU ROUTE;
We do transfer services from either KIA ( Kilimanjaro International Airport ), or East African borders to Moshi, at the foot of Mt. Kilimanjaro or Arusha , to your Lodge or campsite for dinner and overnight.

Day 1 - After breakfast, transfer to Marangu Gate for registration. Start the climb through fascinating rain forests till you reach the first Hut-MANDARA. Meals and overnight at the hut.Time: 3-4 hours 9000 ft (2,725m)

Day 2 - After breakfast, follow the ascending path through the alpine meadow. The altitude begins to change and slows down your pace while enjoying the flora and the view of Mawenzi and Kibo peaks. Arrive at the Horombo hut 12km from Mandara. Meals and overnight at the hut. Time: 5 hours 12335 ft (3,780m)

Day 3 - After breakfast, resume the climb; the landscape becomes rugged and rocky and groundsels and lobelias appear. Climb to Kibo hut. Meals and overnight at the hut. Time: 5-6 hours 15520ft (4,730m)

Day 4 - The beginning of the last ascent is made at about 1:00 a.m. in the morning while the scree is still frozen. Climb the very steep part of the route to GILMAN'S POINT (most difficult and tiring part) UHURU PEAK is reached within an hours walk along the crater's rim.Start the descent to Horombo hut for overnight.Time: 5 hours 18635ft. 5680m.
Day 5 - Continue the descent to Marangu Gate. Return to your hotel. After lunch, rest for the day. Dinner and overnight at hotel .
