Arusha National Park, at only 45 minutes from Arusha, is great for day trips or weekend get-aways. You can climb Mt. Meru 's impressive peak standing at 4566mts, a 3 - 4 days trek with the best views of Kilimanjaro and accommodation in mountain huts. Or choose from the half day walking safaris with armed rangers or go on a canoeing safari around Momela lake to get close to water buffalo, hippo and many types of water birds, including lesser east African flamingo.

Olduvai Gorge

“Journey back in the footsteps of early man….”

The name Olduvai originated from a European misspelling of Oldupai, the correct Maasai word for this region of great historical importance – named after the wild sisal plant fiber growing in abundance in the gorge.

The archaeological site of Olduvai Gorge is located in the Eastern Serengeti in Northern Tanzania within the Ngorongoro Conservation Area. The gorge is a steep sided 4 to 8- kilometers (30 mile) long ravine, which forms part of the Great Rift Valley. It is situated on a series of fault lines which, along with centuries of erosion, has revealed fossils and remnants of early humankind.

Excavations in the early twentieth century by the famous archaeologist, Dr Louis Leakey, uncovered some of the earliest remains of fossil hominids at Olduvai.

Seventeen years after the first discovery of human forms, Leakey’s wife, Mary, discovered the unmistakable fossilized footprints of a human ancestor who had walked along a riverbank three million years ago. Since then, excavators working in Olduvai have found skeletal remains of a number of ancient hominids – Homo habilis, Homo erectus and Australopithecus Boisei. Old campsites and what is believed to be a butchery site, as well as a loosely built circle of lava blocks was also found suggesting that crude shelters were also built here. Other findings include hunting weapons, basic tools and remains of dead animals once killed by humans. There is a museum and regular interpretive talks about the history of the gorge as it has slowly been unraveled up to this present time. .

Best time to visit

Year round for resident wildlife – for the great wildebeest migration mid October coming into Serengeti heading in a southern direction – November to January - Loliondo controlled area of Eastern Serengeti, slowly making its way in the Ngorongoro conservation area. April – May, calving season in and around Ndutu, continuing up into North West Serengeti through out June – August. (Approximate migratory pattern depending on rains and available grass lands).
